THE SITUATION:

Ten thousand young
people in Minnesota
experience homelessness
every year. On any night
around the state, nearly
2,000 youth and young
adults are homeless and
left to find their own way.

The consequences are harsh.

Homeless youth can’t get an apartment.
They can’t get a job without identification
or a current address. Their education is
usually interrupted or cut off. They are
victims of violence and abuse. And they're
at risk on the streets.
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OUR MISSION | The mission of Avenues
for Homeless Youth is to provide emergency
shelter, short-term housing and supportive
services for homeless youth in a safe and
nurturing environment. Through such service,
Avenues seeks to help youth achieve their

personal goals and make a positive transition
into young adulthood.
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OUR PROGRAMS | At its North
Minneapolis house, Avenues provides safe
shelter and transitional housing with support
services to 16 homeless youth, ages 16
through 20. While living at Avenues, these
young people receive:

- Care and attention from adult staff 24
hours a day

- Basic needs, including meals, personal
hygiene supplies, laundry, bus passes,
clothing and more

- Nursing and mental health therapy

- Help from a case manager in planning their
individual goals for education, employment,
housing, healthcare and other essentials

- Training in independent living skills
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In addition, we support the GLBT Host
Home Program, which serves 10 homeless
gay, lesbian, bisexual and transgender
youth and young adults, ages 16 through
21. Through this program, members of the
community volunteer their homes to provide
transitional living arrangements that are safe
and supportive.
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HOW YOU CAN HELP | with your support
this year, Avenues will help 150 youth find safe
shelter and support.
